If the plunger does not
move with a smooth, spring-loaded action (ap-
proximately 1/8”), replace the valve cartridge.
Reinstall lowering solenoid valve (if good)
or a replacement. Torque valve cartridge to
25-30 Ib-ft and hex nut to 30 Ib-in.
